Goal: Create a VoiceThread© detailing a key figure, event, and/or legislative act which impacted the progress for equality for either African Americans, Hispanic Americas, American Indians, Asian Americans, and/or Women.

Objectives: 

· Effectively research and gather correct information on your topic in order to have a coherent understanding of your topic and its’ impact on the civil rights of a particular group

· Assess the validity of sources both print and media using a website evaluation tool to determine credibility

· Analyze the impact your topic had on the progress of your particular group in achieving equality
· Analyze the efforts made by your group to dispel and diminish the racists, sexists, etc. belief and stereotypes of the time.
· Collaborate with teachers, librarians, and students to create a highly effective and educational project in order to teach fellow classmates

· Determine goals for each member of the group and a timeline when things will be completed accurately and on-time

· Increase knowledge and understandings of technology and its’ role in education

· Clearly explain your topic using your own words and analysis
· Choose images, print media, and/or videos appropriate to your topic to highlight and support your research and presentation 

· Assess and evaluate other projects to determine if goals and objectives were properly met

· Ensure historical content and impact are stated and correct

· Increase effort and collaboration to ensure the highest quality project is created and presented

· Complete project on time!  
Timeline:

· Friday/Monday, May 10th/13th, 2013— Introduction to project; partner selection; selection of topic; receive rules/regulations and project rubric and show example from previous years to act as a guide; Show VoiceThread website and method for creating project; Reading summary activity (in-class) of the major topics being covered highlighting the struggle for civil rights; HOMEWORK—begin research of topic and planning of script layout; create VoiceThread account ASAP
· Tuesday/Thursday, May 14th/16th, 2013—America as a Global Power Unit EXAM; complete analysis of groups if not completed prior; continue to analyze researched materials for project; HOMEWORK—work on rough drafts of scripts for VoiceThread and begin creating Power Point needed for project
· Friday/Monday, May 17th/20th, 2013—Visit to the library for introduction to Voicethreads by Ms. Berg and Mrs. Clark; collect more data for project; plan out voice recording script; HOMEWORK—complete Power Point and upload to VoiceThread & complete script and be ready to record next session; 
· Tuesday/Wednesday, May 21th/22nd, 2013—LIBRARY; record your voices!!!
· Friday, May 24th, 2013—ALL PROJECTS ARE DUE BY 11:59 PM to my email (caroland@cps.edu)
· Tuesday/Thursday, May 28th/29th, 2013—Assessment of projects in class/library
· Friday, May 31st, 2013—Turn in all completed student assessment forms

Project Requirements:

· Review rubric to ensure all requirements are met!

· Projects cannot be longer than 7 minutes and no shorter than 5 minutes

· Each presentation must have at least 10 images (if a video is inserted this can be reduced to 6). At least 3 images (or 2 if inserting a video) must contain art of the time period including: physical art, political cartoons, etc.
· If working with a partner, both people’s voices must be on presentation (as close to equal time as possible)
· Presentation must cover ALL the information/details on your topic (causes and effects). 
· Create a work-cited page, using Chicago/Turabian style with annotations for each source—minimum of 5 sources needed

· Projects MUST BE POSTED by FRIDAY, May 24th, 2013 by 11:59PM to my e-mail (caroland@cps.edu) –NO LATE PROJECTS WILL BE ACCEPTED!
Procedure for VoiceThread©: 

· Log onto: voicethread.com 

· Create an account (very simple, name, email, & password)—don’t forget it!  Write it down somewhere!

· Create your visual presentation using Power Point (once this is completely created you will upload this to your Voicethread account)—NO WORDS should be on your Power Point (except cover slide; title of project and your first name and last name initial only,(e.g. Mary S.))
· While working on your Power Point; use the note section in Power Point to write out all you will say about your topic; this will act as your script when it comes time to record yourself (and partner) using voicethread
· Record your script over your Power Point using the microphones and laptops Mrs. Berg has—please do this in a speedy and proficient manner—time cannot be wasted on these days—PLEASE be completely ready when your time is allotted—you NEED TO SEE MRS. BERG to schedule that time either during the class time allotted, during lunch periods, or another time convenient for her—NO EXCUSES!  

· Save everything and copy the link and send it to my email so I can post it to a class-created Wiki
· Don’t forget your time limits and image minimums!!!!  NO WORDS SHOULD BE USED on your Power Point!!
FOR STUDENTS WHO WANT TO REPLACE LOW HISTORY FAIR SCORES—Read the following:
· In order to replace your History Fair Primary/Secondary source analysis grades you need to complete analysis for your sources for this project; these MUST be turned in on Friday/Monday, May 17th/20th, 2013—no late work will be accepted for these regardless of your excuse/reason…
· You need to complete at least 9 primary source analysis (using worksheets we use in class)
· You need to complete at least 4 secondary source analysis (using worksheets we use in class)
· In order to replace History Fair Thesis grade you need to create a coherent thesis for your project; what’s your argument?  This needs to be given to me by Friday/Monday, May 17th/20th, 2013
· In order to replace your History Fair Project Outline grade you need to show me your Power Point with the notes section filled in showing me what your images look like and what you are saying for each slide; this is due by Tuesday/Wednesday, May 21th/22nd, 2013
This is an opportunity for you to obtain credit or score higher on your Project Grade in this class; please take this opportunity because it will be the LAST opportunity for you to fix your Project Grade in this class (projects count for 40% of your grade this semester!); don’t complain—you didn’t do what you were suppose to do the first time, chalk it up to experience and get it done this time…
